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How can groups
participate?

To help support AA's eszential services, the
General Service Conference suggests that
group conscience, adopt a specific comtri-
bution plan tailored to meet the group’s
expenses have been taken care of (for ex-
ample, rent, refreshments, AA literatore,
GSR travel expenses to attend service func-
tions) and a “prodent reserve” has been set
aside to cover any emergency contingen-
cies that might arise, the group may decide
to further carry the message by sending
money to the following AA service entities.

« The local district, which communicates
trict group conscience for the area assem-
blies and serving as a link betwesn the area
delegates and the GSEs.

» The area committes, which coordinates
vital AA activities over a broad geographic
area, sends a delegate to the annual Gen-
eral Service Conference, holds area assem-
blies to determine the needs of the Fellow-
ship, and provides information at all levels
of service,

» The local intergroup or central office,
ordination of group activities, AA literature
mation, and cooperation with the profes-
sional commmnity activities.

« AA's General Service Office, which fume-
tions as a storehonse of AA information,
commmumicating with members and groups
aronund the world, publishes AA literature,
and supplies information and experience to
professionals and others interested in A4
